ANNEXURE -I

R R RES (SOP) TO BE FOLLOWED AT
WEEKLY SHANDY IN MUNICIPALITIES AND CORPORATIONS

DURING THE UNLOCK PHASE

. All areas of the weekly shandy premises, the passages, the utility area,

the store room, loading and unloading area are to be disinfected
completely before and after every use. The premises should be cleaned at
least twice on a day.

. The vendors and the load persons should clean their hands frequently with

sanitizer or soap.

. Effective and frequent sanitation within the shandy premises shall be done

with particular focus on lavatories available nearby the shandy and also
the drinking and hand washing stations/areas.

. Cleaning and regular disinfection (using 1% sodium hypochlorite) of

frequently touched surfaces (Entrance Gate, door knobs, rolling shutter of

godown/ storage room etc.) shall be done in premises and in common
areas.

. The vegetable display platform should be disinfected before and after the

use.

. Provision for hand wash & sanitizer preferably with touch free mechanism

shall be made with water supply arrangement in the common area
available near the shandy.

The periphery of the weekly shandy area should be protected and one
side entry and one side exit shall be maintained and thermal scanning of
everyone entering weekly shandy should be mandated.

. Wearing of face mask is compulsory in the premises of weekly shandy.

The commuter/purchaser/ sales person should ensure the social distance
of at least one meter between each other.

The weighing machines and other utensils used to weigh the commodities
are to be disinfected completely before and after every use.

All vehicles and goods entering the premises should be disinfected by
disinfecting spray mandatorily.
